RULES

1
a.
A firm commitment to enter the Festival is required by 17th February 2012. 



Late entries will not be accepted.

b.
A copy of the script and programme details must be available by 17th February 2012. Photocopies of the script are not permitted unless the play is an original.

2.
Entry to the Bedfordshire Drama Festival is open to:-


a.
A bona fide adult amateur society which has a regular existence apart from 



the Festival. The term “adult” is here taken to indicate a society for those 



over statutory school leaving age. This does not exclude the playing of



specific child parts by children still at school.


b.
Youth groups i.e. all parts performed by children still undertaking full-time



education i.e. 18 years.

3.
The fee for entry to the Festival will be £40.00 for adult groups and £30.00 for youth


groups.

4.
Each entry must be at least 20 minutes in length and not exceeding 55 minutes in


performance, including any time spent in changing a scene in the course of that


performance, (but not including the specified times for setting and striking the whole


production).

5.
No scene may take more than 10 minutes to set and 5 minutes to strike. Penalties 

for not keeping within the allotted times for performance (rule 4), setting or striking 

shall be as follows:

Up to 1 minute over or under time – 1 mark

Up to 2 minutes over or under time – 3 marks

Up to 3 minutes over or under time – 6 marks

Up to 4 minutes over or under time – 10 marks

Up to 5 minutes over or under time – 15 marks

More than 5 minutes over or under time – Disqualification.

6.
No play may contain less than 2 speaking parts.

7.
In the case of copyright plays, the author’s permission for the production of the play 


must be obtained by the Society entering, and the fee paid by the Society.

8.
The stage is 20ft wide x 10ft deep, with a 4ft extension.


In the event of a group wishing to stage its entry within a box set a discussion with 


the Festival organisers must be held first. Please note box sets will not be


permitted in Round 2 of the All England Theatre Festival.


The Festival Stage Manager’s decision must be accepted and final in all matters


pertaining to the structure of sets. No additional lighting plant will be allowed without


the consent of the Stage Manager.

9.
All properties and scenery must be fire proofed in accordance with the regulations 

and requirements of the Bedfordshire Fire Service in respect of a public performance.

10.
The organisation of order of performance, performance and presentation will be arranged by the Festival Committee. Entrants must follow the directions of the Stage Manager in all points as to this and for times of setting and striking scenes, commencing the performance, allocation of dressing room space, time for rehearsals, etc.

11.
The Festival Committee is unable to accept responsibility for the personal


safety of the players or their property.

12.
Any group withdrawing from the Festival within one month of the start of the Festival


will forfeit all monies paid for entry fees, etc., together with any profits made, at the


discretion of the Festival Committee.

13.
The ruling of the Festival Committee shall be final and legally binding in all matters


relating to the Festival and the acceptance of this rule is an express condition of


entry. Any matter not specifically covered shall be subject to the Committee ruling.

14.
Youth participants aged 16 or under will need to be accompanied when backstage or in the technical area by a responsible adult from their group (to comply with Child Protection laws).
